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Shelter-in-Place Called By City of Seabrook
(Harris County, TX) – The Harris County Office of Homeland Security and Emergency Management (HCOHSEM) is monitoring the NASA Parkway gas leak in support of the City of Seabrook Office of Emergency Management.

Emergency officials report that a construction crew accidentally hit a gas line on NASA Parkway near Bayport.

A shelter-in-place was issued for the 2800 block to the 3000 block of NASA Parkway.  NASA Road 1 near Saturn is closed in both directions. Area residents are encouraged to monitor reports from City of Seabrook officials for the latest information, including when the shelter-in-place is lifted.   

CenterPoint and the Seabrook Volunteer Fire Department are working to cap the leak. 

No injuries have been reported. 

Shelter-In-Place Safety Tips

When a shelter-in-place is issued, residents should: 

· Go inside.

· Shut all doors and windows.

· Turn off air conditioners and heaters to prevent outside air from getting inside.

· Stay off the phone.

· Do not use fireplaces. Put out fires and close all dampers.

· Move to a room with the fewest windows and doors. Tape around doors, windows, exhaust fans  and vents using plastic sheeting or garbage bags, if directed.

· Turn on the radio or television to listen for further instructions.

Families are advised to have the following items in a shelter-in-place kit: 

· Two rolls of duct tape

· Cloth and paper towels

· Plastic sheets or trash bags

· Flashlight and extra batteries

· Battery-powered radio

· Two gallons of water

· Nonperishable foods

If your eyes, nose or throat become irritated, protect your breathing by covering your mouth with a damp cloth, take frequent, shallow breaths and stay calm.
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
